<mple; 2oy und stadents in higher educational institutions) Regulations, 2015

No. F. 91-1/2013(T¥GS).--In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (g) of sub-section {4 } of section 26
of the Umversity Grants Commission Act, 1956 (3 of 1956), read with subs=section (1) of Section 20 of the
said Act the University Grants Commission hereby makes the following regulations. namely:- :

$hore iitle, application and commencement.—(1) These regulations mas b cuiied the University
Grants Commission (Prevention, prohibition and redressal of sexual harassment of women employees
and students in higher educational institutions) Regulations, 2015.

(2} They shall apply to all higher educational institutions in India.
(3) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

Definitions.—In these regulations, unless the context otherwise requires,-

“aogrieved woman” means in relation o work place, a woman of any age whether employed or not, who
alleges to have been subjected to any act of sexual harassment by the respondent;

‘a1 eans the Sexual Harassment of Women at Workplace (Prevention, Prohibition and Redressal) Aet,
2013 (14 of 2013);

“campus” means the location or the land on which a Higher Educational Institution and its related
institutional facilities like libraries, laboratories, lecture halls, residences. halls, toilets. student cenires,
hostels. dining halls, stadiums, parking areas, parks-like settings and other amenities like health cenues.
canteens, Bank counters, etc., are situated and also includes extended campus and covers within its scope
places visited as a student of the HET including transportation provided for the purpose of commuting to
and from the institunion, the locations outside the institution on field trips, intbrnships, study tours,
excursions, short- term placements, places used for camps , cultural festivals, sporty meets and such other

inform employees and students of the recourse available to them if they are victims of sexual
harassment;

organise regular orientation or training programimes for the members of the ICC to deal with
complaints. steer the process of settlement or conciliation, etc.. with sensitivity:

proactively move io curb all forms of harassment of employees and students whether it 1s from those
in a dominant power or hierarchical relationship within HEIs or owing to intimate partner violence or
from peers or from elements outside of the geographical limits of the HEL

be responsible to bring those guilty of sexual harassment against its employees and studems to book
and initiate all proceedings as required by law and also put in place mechanisms and redressal systems

like the ICC to curb and prevent sexual harassment on its campus;

treat sexral harassment as a misconduct under service rules and initiate action for misconduct if the
perpetrator is an employee;

treat sexual harassment as a violation of the disciplinary rules (leading up fo rvstication and
expulsion) if the perpetrator is a student;

ensure compliance with the provisions of these regulations, including appointment of ICC, within a
period of sixty days from the date of publication of these regulations;

memitor the timely submission of reports by the ICC;

piwpare i annual status report with details on the number of cases filed and wih Gispo! 1nd senput
the same to the Commission.

Supportive measures.—(1) The rules, regulations or any such other instrument by which ICC shall

function have 1o be updated and revised from time-to-time, as court judgments and other laws and rules will
continue to revise the legal framework within which the Act is to be implemented.

(2) The Executive Authority of the HEIs must mandatorily extend full support to see that the
recommendations of the ICC are implemented in a timely manner. All possible institutional resources
must be given fo the functioning of the ICC, including office and building mfrastructure (computers,
photocopiers, audio-video, equipment, etc.), staff (typists, counselling and legal services) as, well as a
sufficient allocation of financial resources.

3) Vulnerable groups are particularly prone to harassment and alse find it sacre difficolt to
comptlain. Vulnerability can be socially compounded by region, class, caste, sexual orientation,
minority identity and by being differently abled. Enabling committees must be sensitive to such
vulnerabilities and special needs.

4) Since research students and doctoral candidates are particularly vulnerable the HEIs must
ensure that the guidelines for ethics for Research Supervision are put in place.

At least one-half of the total members of the ICC shall be women.
Persons in senior adminsstrative positions in the HEI, such as Vice- Chancellor, Pro Vice-Chancellors,
Rectors, Registrar, Deans. Heads of Departiments, etc., shall not be members of ICCs in order to

cnsure autonomy of their functioning.

The term of office of the members of the ICC shall be for a pericd of three years. HEIs may also
employ 2 system whereby one —third of the members of the ICC may change every year.

The Member appointed form amongst the non-governmental organizations or associci ne <hall be
paid such fees or allowances for holding the proceedings of the Internal Committee, by the Executive

Authority as may be preseribed.

Where the Presiding Officer or any member of the Internal Committee:

(a) contravenes the provisions of section 16 of the Act; or

(b) nas been convicted for an offence or an inquiry into an offence under @iy taw for the tme
being in force is pending against him; or

(¢) he has been found guilty in any disciphnary proceedings or a disciplinary proceeding is
pending against him; or

(d) has so abused his position as to render his continuance in office prejudicial to the public
interest,

such Presiding Officer or Member, as the case may be, shall be removed from the Committee and the
vacancy so created or any casual vacancy shall be filled by fresh nomination in accordance with the
provisions of this section.”

Provided that where such complaint cannot be made in ‘writing, the Presiding Officer or any Member of the
Internal Committee shall render all reasonable assistance to the person for making the complaint in writing:

The
ingquiry report. with recommendations, if any, has to be submitted within ten days from the completion of the
inquiry to the Executive Authority of the HEL Copy of the findings or recommendations shall also be served

on both parties to the complaint.

£y The Erecntive Authority of the HET shall act on the recommendatiuns of the committes within 2
period of thirty days from the receipt of the inquiry report, unless an appeal against the findings is filed within
that time by either party.

(5) An appeal against the findings or /recommendations of the ICC may be 1:iad by erther party before the
Executive Authority of the HET within a period of thirty days from the date of the recommendations.

0 If the Executive Authority of the HEI decides not to act as per the recommendations of the 1CC, then
it shall record written reasons for the same to be conveyed to ICC and both the parties to the proceedings, I
ort the other hand it is decided to act as per the recommendations of the ICC, then a show catse notice,
answerable within ten days, shall be served on the party against whom action is decidedfito be taken. The
Executive Authority of the HEI shall proceed only after considering the reply or hearing the iggrieved person.

(8) The identities of the aggrieved party or viclim or the witness or the offender shall not be made public
or kept in the public domain especially during the process of the inquiry.

9. Interim redressal-The HEI may,

(a) transfer the complainant or the respondent to another section or department to minimise the risks
involved in contact or interaction. if such a recommendation is made by the 1CC;
(b grant leave o the aggrieved with full protection of status and benefits for a period up to three months:

(c) restrain the respendent from reporting on or evaluating the work or performance or tesis or examinations
of the complainany;

(d) ensure that offenders are warned to keep a distance from the aggrieved, and wherever necessary, if there
38 a definrte threat, restrain their-entry into the campus;

{e) take strict measures to provide a conducive environment of safety and protection 1o the complainant
agaipst retaliation and victimisation as a consequence of making a complaint of sexual harassment.

10. Punishment and compensation- (1} Anyone found guilty of sexual harassment shall be punished in
accordance with rue service rules of the HEL if the offender is an employee.

(3) The aggrieved person is entitled to the payment of compensation. The HEI shall issue direction for
payment of the compensation recommended by the ICC and accepted by the Executive Authority, which
shall be recovered from the offender. The compensation payable shall be determined on the basis of-

(a) mental trauma, pain, suffering and distress caused to the aggrieved person;
(h) the loss of career opportunity due 10 the incident of sexual harassment:
{¢) the medical expenses incurred by the victim for physical, psychiatric treaument;

(dy the income and status of the alleged perpetrator and victim; and
e}  the feasibility of such payment in lump sum or in instalments.

11. Action against frivolous complaint.—To ensure that the provisions for the protection of employees
and students from sexual harassment do not get misused, provisions against false or malicious complaints
hive to be made and publicised within all HEIs. If the ICC coacludes that the allegations made were false,
malicious or the complaint was made knowing it to be untrue, or forged or misleading information has been
provided during the inquiry, the complainant shall be liable to be punished as per théyprovisions of sub-
regulations (1) of regulations 10, if the complainantfy o be an employee and as per sub-regulation (2)
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of that reguialion,

if the complainant happens to be a student. However., the mete inability o substantiate a

complaint or provide adequate prool will not attract attention against the complainant. Malicious mient on the
part of the complainant shall not be established without an inquiry. in accordance with the procedure

prescribed. conducted before any action is recommended.

Recruitment policy is to ensure merit and without any discrimination in the selection of
staff in teaching and administration according to the Constitution of India.

Admission policy is to ensure the enrolment of students to various programmes of study
on merit and without any discrimination as per the norms of statutory bodies.
